These seminars will be delivered
with a parent whose child has been a victim of exploitation, sharing their experiences
and advice on responding to risks.  The seminar is online on 17th June from 7pm -
8:30pm.

The sessions will share what criminal exploitation is, with a focus on county lines and
explore how to spot signs that it may be happening to your child or a child you know.
They will also cover trends in the local area and where to get advice and support if
you are concerned.
