 Please could we politely remind parents to avoid parking at the front of the 

school and the road along from the bay at drop off and pick up as we need to 

leave a space big enough for 2 coaches to pull in.   

 Children will require a packed lunch and 2 or 3 snacks. Please ensure the snacks 

can be eaten with little mess e.g. a packet of crisps or cereal bar. Please do not 

send chocolate or sweets! We will take the children’s water bottles from school 

as they can be refilled throughout the day. If you have ordered a school 

packed lunch then this will be given to your child on the day.  

 Children will need to carry their own lunch and water bottle (including those 

who have ordered a school lunch) therefore ALL children will require a 

rucksack/back-pack type bag. Please name these clearly if they are not usually 

used in school. 

 Children may come in non-uniform suitable for walking and the weather on the 

day but all children will need a school jumper or cardigan so they can be 

recognised as being in our group.  

 For any parent who has not yet made a payment for this trip, please forward this 

as soon as possible as we will need to make a payment on the day.
