Tip #2 Decide who you share with — do you know them?

“People that follow you on the particular social media site can see everything you
are doing, so if you don't feel comfortable with them watching you on the stream,
then either block them or unfollow them.

Tip #3 Protect personal information — especially location

“When you are doing a live stream on any social media platform, make sure you didn’t
say exactly where you are. For example, if you were at a restaurant, it's okay to say
that you're at a restaurant, just not which restaurant you're going to or where it is.”
