Science

Plant Parts

The children will learn about both wild and garden plants by exploring the local
environment. They will identify and describe the basic parts of plants and
observe how they change over fime.

What Is The Good News Jesus Brings? Children will investigate the lives of some
people for whom Jesus was good news. Jesus offered friendship, forgiveness
and peace, pupils will think about how these three offers are ‘good news'.

School days

We will simulate taking part in a traditional Victorian class and learn about the
differences between schooling in the Victorian era and schooling today. We
will examine objects found in a Victorian classroom and how they were used.
The children will also learn about the school’s history by visiting the ‘Old School
House' in Abbots Ripton and consider it's change of use to a Post Office and
reflect on why it is no longer the school.

Playful Making

In this unit the children will explore what sculpture can be, and be invited to
explore the work of other sculptors. They will take a playful and inventive
approach to making their own sculptures through junk modelling.

Year 1 - Scratch Junior - animation

In this project, children will be introduced to Scratch Jr. to create and debug
simple algorithms. They will use this to create an animation.

Year 2 - Scratch Junior - Introduction to quizzes

The children will develop their understanding of algorithms as they create a
simple quiz game on Scratch Jr. using logical reasoning to plan and predict the
behaviour of simple programs.

The children will listen and reflect on the orchestral piece of music titled:
Finlandia by Jean Sibelius. They will explore loud and quiet sounds, make
sounds using their body, move their bodies to the beat of the music and make
a graphic score for a short composition. The children will get the chance to
perform their composition on the glockenspiel.
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Citizenship - Family and Friends. What is a healthy friendship? Honesty and
friendship skills. Friendship challenges and emotions. Personal space and
expressing wishes assertively. Understand why families are important and how
people in families care for each other.

My Relationships - Emotions. Recognise and name emotions. Understanding
and managing feelings. Seeking support and what you can do. Calming and
reloxing. Being assertive.

PE - Indoor PE will be the Gymnastics unit ‘Ball, wall and tall.’ The children will
work with a specialist to practise and perform movements at differing levels
and create varying shapes. The Games focus will be Athletics. The children will
be practising and performing fundamental skills of running (both sprint and
middle distance) and throwing.
